The BWCA was formed for the purpose of promoting and conserving, throughout the state of Wisconsin, the best interests and the true spirit of curling among women; to unite all women’s curling clubs in WI, to cultivate friendly relations among the member clubs and to hold two annual bonspiels.  In addition to the two Wisconsin State Badger Bonspiels, the BWCA annually supports Wisconsin Junior curlers participating in U-18 and U-21 competitions and WI USWCA members selected for international tours.
The Badger Women’s Curling Association (BWCA) began with an organizational meeting on June 10, 1958 at the Butte de Morts Country Club.  Twelve clubs were represented at that meeting.  They were Appleton, Arlington, Clintonville, Lodi, Madison, Medford, Milwaukee, Portage, Poynette, Waupaca, Wausau and Wauwatosa.  
The first Badger Officers elected were:
President – Bea Evans, Appleton

Vice President – Dorothy Karstaedt, Wauwatosa                
Secretary – Norma McKahan, Wausau

Treasurer – Celia Stevenson, Poynette

Since the first meeting, the BWCA has grown as large as 26 clubs and is currently at 19 clubs with us sending invitations out annually for all clubs in WI to join our organization.  Two meetings are held each year with a representative from each club to direct the business.  A fall meeting is held in a location designated by the current president, and a winter meeting is held in conjunction with the Badger Bonspiel.  A general membership meeting is also held at the banquet during the bonspiel at which time officers are elected and assume office.  
There were five bonspiels held preceding the formal organization of the BWCA (starting in 1954), at Appleton, Portage, Wausau, Wauwatosa and Madison.  Since that time the Badger Bonspiel has been a rotating bonspiel among sites/clubs which have four or more sheets of ice available.  

Each member club is allotted two entries into each Badger Bonspiel.  Additionally the winning team from the previous year is invited to defend its title.  The remaining entries are filled from those clubs having the largest membership.  Each club determines how it selects its entry.
