The Clintonville Curling Club had a successful 2015-2016 curling season. Our membership continues to remain strong. 





We had just over 160 active and social members this year. We had a total of twenty-one men’s rinks compete on three different league nights, we had six senior men’s rinks compete in an afternoon league, we had six women’s rinks compete on one league night, and we had eleven mixed rinks compete on one league night. Our men’s champion was crowned during our weeklong Meister Championship event, which pits the champion from each of the three league nights and the seniors league against each other for the overall club championship. Once again this year, each of our league champions will receive an entry, paid for by the club, to a bonspiel in 2016-2017. 





Our annual men’s bonspiel was again a success. We had several new teams, as well as many of our yearly entrants for this year's bonspiel. The champion of our men’s bonspiel this past season was a rink from the Green Bay Curling Club. 





Our revenue position continues to be very solid. We are in solid shape financially and are currently debt free as a club. Besides our membership dues, we have one major fundraiser, along with several smaller interclub fundraisers. Our membership dues have remained constant over the past four years and we have not raised our dues. Our reverse raffle was again a huge success and is our largest fundraising effort of the year. Our net for this past season's Reverse Raffle was just over $9000.





We engaged in a number of major upgrades for our club this past year. We replaced all of the flooring in our clubhouse with ceramic tile. We also gutted and remodeled our entire kitchen, putting in a quickcycle dishwasher, a new convection oven, and new grill and hood, and replaced all of the older countertops with stainless steel. A major upgrade was also done with our system with the installation of a new chiller and pump. We will continue to look at additional projects in the upcoming year, with the major project under discussion being the possible installation of a reverse osmosis system.
