Minutes





Terri Gleason called the meeting to order at 10:35 AM.


Kampen called roll.

Lilla moved to approve the WSCA Board of Directors Spring Minutes – 2nd Ostrowski. Motion passed.


Treasurer’s Report – Greg Dunlop reported that there are $29,020.04 in the bank. There are $200 in restricted funds from the Goodland family for trophies. Profit and Loss shows that every club had paid their dues except Medford – President will take care of this. We don’t keep track of club memberships, but dues have been $1.50 per person for years. Discussed the payment for championships from USA Curling. Their spreadsheet shows that they will be reimbursing the WSCA $883.50. Vietta is working on checking these figures. Greg pointed out several other things: he will move the gifts and grant figure to Operational Expenses Club Development (was under championships); host site expenses have been approximately $5,000; under meeting expenses – now paying USCA Director’s expenses; website expenses were $850 for modifications and improvements. 


President’s Report – Terri talked about the first learn-to-curls at Rhinelander and all of the help they got from various clubs both in equipment, ice makers, and instructors. The WSCA website needs information – send flyers, bonspiel and championship pictures and information to Mark, and he will post it. The junior’s area has almost nothing. Also, we want to get Gifts and Grants and the Service Award on the opening screen of the website. 


USA Curling has offered Dean Gemmill the CEO position. Gordon Maclean has stepped down as secretary and is being replaced by Dick Dawson. Paul Wilson is one of the new independent directors, still need to fill two positions. Governance 4.0 is in process and looking at the membership 





model and governance structure. They looked at the surveys that were completed. 


WCF Report – 8- versus 10-ends still plan on voting in June 


Committee Reports


Rules – Wisconsin using the new no-tick rule at the Men’s Club Championships, but didn’t fully understand the rules. Use of laser measuring devices is more complicated than it looks. Fred Fetzer clarified the rules about measuring devices. Only micrometer devices should be used to measure rocks. 


Website – Mark Hartman stated that he relies on clubs submitting their information so he can post that information on the WSCA website. Website has more capabilities now. Can add flyers and pictures, especially the state championships. 


Bylaws – David Russell reviewed the purposes of the WSCA that are found in the bylaws which are posted of the website. He also reminded that we have rarely amended. If a change is proposed, it has to be done at the members meeting which is only held in the spring. USCA was organized in 1958 and the WSCA was organized in 1964.


Competition


Irv Mossberger had to step down due to family issues. A motion was made by Dunlop to nominate Dan Wiza to take over as VP of Championships. 2nd Good. Motion passed.


Juniors – No report


Mixed 4’s – was read into the minutes – see report at the end.


Men’s and Women’s Club Championships – No report


Senior Report was read into the minutes, included information from WISCA and USSMCA, also – see report at the end.


High School State Championships – Shlimovitz: There were 16 teams for both championships. Poynette girls made it two in a row and the Stevens Point boys won their first state championship ever. It will be held in Wausau the next two or three years. Several new school districts maybe joining in the next few years. Minnesota may be starting a high school league, also. 


Old Business – None


New Business


Discussion around clubs who are not part of USA Curling hosting preliminary events that lead to a national event. It’s different if they don’t go onto a national event. Shlimovitz moved that if a club is not a member of USA Curling, then that club cannot host a regional event leading to a national championship hosted by USA Curling. 2nd Fred Fetzer. David Russell moved that we refer that motion to a time certain - the 2023 fall meeting to give clubs notice. 2nd Ostrowski. Discussion included amending the motion to say the club could rejoin USA Curling by taking care of paying the past dues.


Competition Questions from Fred Fetzer – strive to provide the best possible experience for the athletes. Fred would like to discuss these concerns with the people who plan the state events. There have been changes in the officiating courses. 


Terri Gleason will be stepping down from her position as a USCA Director in the fall. There will be an election at that meeting to fill that position.


Vietta will be stepping down next spring. It’s time to go back to the rotation of secretary > VP > President > Past President to give more continuity to the organization. At the same time, Vietta would like to work with the VP of Championships to promote the events, work on a regional procedure manual, and to promote WSCA with a FB page and Instagram account. She will also make a timeline of the things she does throughout the year.








Gifts and Grants – Brian Kopp shared that the Rhinelander Curling Club applied for the grant. The committee decided to award them $3,000. The club needs a lot of the startup equipment. Brian Kopp moved to approve the grant of $3,000 to the Rhinelander Curling Club for club development and other needs. 2nd Dan Lilla Motion passed.

Vietta presented Mark Hartman his 2019 Service Award for all he has done for the organization – website, juniors, promoting championships, and officiating
